Premier pro is a very complicated program for the most advanced movie editors. The only way of using Premier pro is by learning how to import your footage. In this tutorial you will learn how to import your footage and how to a few simple shot transitions. Also I will teach you how to do the all-famous blue screening.
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Then double click n the icon to start up.

2. If you are using footage taken on a NTSC camera click OK to continue into Premier Pro.

3. Go to file then Import to import your Clip.

4. Once you have done this drag your clip onto the construction line at the bottom of the Premier pro screen.

There you have it you footage is into premier pro. Now you can start using the program to its full extent. Now I will teach you how to put transitions into your film.
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 in the bottom left hand corner click on effects then video transitions. To make your film look really professional click on the dissolve icon.

2. Under this dissolve icon there is dip to black and dip to white. These are the most common transitions, which people add to make their video look really spectacular. I suggest you use them as well.

3. Select which transition you want then click and drag it onto the part of you film you want. The best places you should put it is between scenes. To do this zoom into the construction bar by pressing + while having your mouse over the area. Then drag the transition onto the scene you want over lapping with the next.

Now you know the basics what most of you might want is how to blue screen with Premier pro. The best way to blue screen is with a blue or green screen behind your character on film. Other wise a plain back round will do.

1. First you need to go to video effects on the transition and effects box. Then select keying then colour key.

2. Click and drag the footage from your footage menu at the top left onto the footage you want. (The footage you are now dragging will appear onto)

3. Place this footage onto the video 2 part of the construction bar above the visual, which you want to blue screen over.
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After this you need to click and drag the colour keying effect onto the footage 1.

5. In the top middle of your screen select effect controls. Under colour key grab the eyes dropper onto the most common part of your footage (the blue screen).

6. If you click and drag to the right the colour toiler number it will increase giving a bigger margin of colours to change. This will potentially make your image look crisper.

There you have it your footage is now blue screened. After making any changes remember to save and render your film by pressing enter.
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
