Uploading Digital Pictures



Using digital pictures in IMovie can be an important skill for making movies if you plan on having still shots or making a PowerPoint-type show in which you also want some video. It is very easy to learn and can is quickly implemented.

1. Save your photos onto the computer.

2. Make sure that you can access them easily.
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Open I-Movie, clicking “Open an Existing Project” if you have an old project and “Create a New Project” if you haven’t started the editing yet.

4. Wait for it to load. 
5. Click “File” and then go down to “Import”.
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Find the files that you wish to import and click “Import” once you have highlighted it.

7. The file should now be imported and can be inserted when you wish.

8. Click on “Themes” and then “Photos” at the top of the screen.

9. You will see a list of all imported photos. Scroll down until you find the picture that you want and drag it into your movie at whatever point you wish by dragging it onto the timeline. This can then be adjusted by clicking and dragging the picture to another segment of the timeline, i.e. in between two video segments. 
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Remember that, although pictures may be still and thus less interesting than a clip, a picture doesn’t move or shake so it can be used well when you are filming a still scene (the list of materials, for example). This can then be voiced-over so that it gives the illusion that the camera was just being held very still. We are all amateur film-makers and so this will definitely be very useful in our videos.

Adding Transitions Between Clips



This is another important skill because it is used to do many things, such as creating a specific mood in the work or keeping an audience interested. Again, it is easy to implement and is very useful. This can be done in 6 easy steps.


1.
Set the movie to the point at which you wish to add the transition

2.
Click on “Editing”, and then click “Transitions”.

3.
Select a transition style from the menu, checking the preview to make sure that it is the correct one. 

4.
Set the duration of the transition using the slider labeled “Speed”.
5.
Should the transition require it, set the transition in the desired direction with the arrow buttons.
6.
Add the transition to your movie by dragging it from the transitions list to either the clip viewer or the timeline.
Choosing a Transition:
Fast or upbeat music tends have the most effect when combined with speedy transitions, whereas slower music should utilize the slower transitions. It can potentially be quite interesting to add transitions that are relevant to the plot, for example the clip being pushed out of the way by another clip whilst the presenter talks about bullying.
Where the Transition will be in the Clip:
The blue box listed to the left of each transition tells you ehat type of transition it is. A lone triangle facing right indicates this transition applies to the beginning of a clip, such as fading in. A lone left-facing triangle means that the transition is applied to the end of a clip, such as a “wash out”. A triangle on either side means that the transition is used between two bordering clips, such as for a “cross dissolve.”

How to make the Transition Apply to Multiple Clips at Once:

If you want to apply the same transition to several clips at the same time, all that you have to do is highlight the clips that you will want to add the transition to and then select the transition normally. Remember that, to highlight multiple objects at once, you can either shift-click to select a consecutive group of clips, or ctrl-click to select individual clips.

Note:

Remember that, although transitions are entertaining at times, you don’t need to add them in just because you can. Many professional videos use very few transitions as this can distract the audience from an interesting plot or accidentally alter the mood in a bad way. Use transitions sparingly.

As I said earlier, transitions can be very interesting and can help to emphasize a point. This will doubtless be very important for our films, which will probably otherwise be quite boring, seeing as this is a first attempt for many of us.
