Premier Pro – Tutorial 

Premier Pro is a very useful program, it allows you to easily edit film clips and add very useful special effects. Today I will show you how to cut down film clips and how to add special effects. To enter Premier Pro go to the Macintosh HD and go to applications. Then double click on Adobe Premier Pro. Open a new project in either NTSC or PAL, depending on where you live. Then, import the video clips by going to file, import and then selecting the video clips that you want.
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Setting In and Out points – This skill is very easy to learn and allows you to cut out all the useless parts of a clip that you don’t want. First import your desired clip by going to file and clicking on import, then select the  clip you want to import. Once the clip has been imported, double click on the clip you want to edit. Then play the clip. You can set your in and out points by typing I then O respectively on the section of the clip you want. Press I to select the place you want the clip to start and O to select the place you want the clip to end. Alternatively you can use the button on the left to set your inpoint and the button on the right to set your outpoint.
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For Special effects, drag your clip onto the video track. Select the clip you want to edit, then go to video effects, select one and drag it onto the clip. There should now be a red line above the clip. Go to effects controls and select the clip.  On the left you will see the name of the effect you chose. The change the clip the way you like.
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
